STEPS OF INTERVENTION 

 
1. For inappropriate behaviours such as: dress code; lateness; not working in class; not 

adhering to classroom rules; not contributing to the learning atmosphere in the classroom, 
improper use of the laptop, etc.  

 
Teacher – Student  

• Verbal warning or reprimand 
• Special assignments 
• Time-out (in hallway or at the office) 
• Detention with the teacher (recess or noon hour) 
• Seating plan 
• Call to parents or guardian 
• Written plan between student, teacher and parent 
• Seek advice of a Student Services professional 
 

2. If the Teacher – Student Intervention does not regulate the situation. 
 
Vice-Principal – Teacher – Student - Parent 

• Classroom contract  
• Student Services referral 

 
3. For rules such as: inappropriate language in the classroom; rude behaviour in the classroom; 

physical or verbal aggression, smoking on school campus, etc; or for an accumulation of 3 
noon hour detentions in one month, failure to attend a second detention, and skipping 
school. 

 
Vice-Principal – Student - Parent 

• After school detention (Administratively assigned in consultation with teacher) 
  

4. For 3 accumulated after school detentions, for failure to attend an after school detention, or 
as part of a specific intervention plan 

 
Vice-Principal – Student – Parent 

• Saturday detention 
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5. For all serious infractions such as: being physically or verbally abusive toward a member of 

the school community; the use or possession of drugs and/or alcohol; possession of 
weapons, as well, for failure to attend a Saturday detention. 

 
Vice-Principal – Parent - Student 

• Out of school suspension  
• Re-entry conditions and contract

a. Detentions will take place in classroom D404. 
b. Detentions will take place Tuesday and Thursday 3:30 – 6:00 and Saturday morning 

from 9:00 to 12:00. 
c. Students will be required to complete a reflection sheet first for all after school and 

Saturday detentions, prior to completing any assigned work.
