Smoking/Vaping

Procedures

Some Possible Interventions

● Meeting with (Administration, Student Services, Community Police officers)

● Removal from class

● Student Reflections

● Contact parents

● External and Internal Suspensions: We wish to keep students in school as much as possible, however, school suspensions will be given if students do not

respect the school Code of Conduct

● Detentions

● Re-entry Meetings (students and parent present)

● Mediation

● Students may be asked to change into more appropriate clothing if Dress code is not respected.

● Immediate removal from school (Parent asked to pick up the student before the end of the school day)

● Re-entry contract

● Unauthorized objects will be confiscated and may be transferred to the authorities for analysis

● Removal from Extra-Curricular activities

● Restrictions may be imposed regarding use of school property

● Alternate Service plans (Home-Services)

● Cover the cost of repair or replacement costs of items vandalized.

● Report to Youth protection

● Referral to External Agencies (Sûreté du Québec, local police, LeTandem, Le Pont, etc.)

● Safe School Analysis or Assessment  Process

● Restorative Practices
